Description :

Now that you have a digital camera and you have mastered the basic camera controls- what next?  In this class, we will familiarize ourselves with the practitioner's digital workflow and understand how consistent workflow will improve your digital photography on all levels.  We will review the advanced features of your camera as well as composition and photographic aesthetics, to make sure you can exert complete creative control over your images.  This will be a fast-paced, hands-on, web-driven yet intensely participatory class where we will learn techniques to improve your photography skills outside the digital pixelroom.  Students are required to take and submit several photographs with their own camera to be shared in class and briefed with the instructor.  Software and a computer are not required in class, but photo briefs will be shown using Photoshop Elements 6.  
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
